Health and Safety 

TAC is dedicated to ensuring the health and safety of our staff and our students. It is very important to 
keep your child at home if they are feeling unwell or exhibiting any symptoms of a respiratory 
infection, such as a fever, cough, fatigue, runny nose, or headache. Any child that is exhibiting these 
symptoms may be sent home and asked  to stay home for 24 hours, or until symptoms improve.  Any 
child with a fever will be sent home. To view our safety measures in detail, please read our Health and 
Respiratory Illness Policy. 

Your child/teen must have an EMERGENCY CONTACT FORM on file in the TAC office due by the first 
day of camp. If your camper needs any other accommodations, please specify on the form. or 
contact the Director of Education.

What to Bring to Camp 

Campers will be using materials, such as acrylic paint, that can stain clothing and shoes, so please 
pack a smock (old oversized t-shirt or button-down) or wear your messy clothes! All shoes should 
cover the feet in the studios (this is for safety reasons). You may pack flip-flops or sandals for outdoor 
breaks. Long hair must be pulled back and NO short shorts. Cell phones are not allowed out during 
camp time, and must be either turned off or muted. Campers may turn them on during breaks or for 
pick-up time only. 

If your child/teen is attending a morning or afternoon session, please pack a snack and drink. If your 
camper will be attending BOTH a morning and afternoon session, you can pack a lunch and register 
for a montiored lunch through the website. We recommend campers put on sunscreen before 
coming to camp and bring a hat,  if necessary, as all snack and lunch breaks are held outside 
(weather permitting).
